JUDGES 8:1-35

army. We left off with Gideon calling additional soldiers from 
Ephraim to help capture the Midianite leadership. He 
continued in pursuit of the kings.  In our passage today, we 
see Gideon’s victory and his “warts”. As J. Vernon McGee 
said, “God doesn’t hide anything from us in the Bible, He 
paints man’s picture as he is. God paints man in all his sinful 
colors.”
