Some never leave 
the book adding their own unique interpretations and pressing 
Revelation into places it does not go. We’ve strived to avoid those 
approaches. As we approached the book, we did so, fully believing 
that we are blessed when we read Revelation, hear Revelation, and 
obey what God clearly teaches in Revelation. In this book we gain 
a rich Christology, seeing the Lord Jesus Christ more fully than if we 
had ignored it. What do we learn as we conclude the book of 
Revelation?
