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The Apostle Paul made a profound statement when he wrote to a 
church in Corinth. He declared: "And if Christ has not been raised, 
then our preaching is in vain, and your faith is in vain.” (1 Corinthians 
15:14, ESV) In essence, he said that if Jesus is still in the grave, then 
our faith is empty. On the contrary, if the grave is empty, and Jesus 
has rose, our faith is complete. We can personally know Jesus, who 
validated everything He said by overcoming the grave. Because 
Christianity is essentially about a Person the resurrection of Jesus is 
essential. We can only overcome sin and death if He has overcome 
it for us. How does Jesus’ resurrection impact our past, present, and 
future?
